LENT & HOLY WEEK SCHEDULE…….. 
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What is the Easter Triduum? 

As the Church gathers on these days the liturgical 

assembly is often thought to be engaged in acts of 

historical “reconstruction” that recreate scenes in 

the “upper room,” on Calvary, and at the tomb. 

People are encouraged to imagine they are 

“actually present,” at these events—comforting 

Jesus during his fearful watch at Gethsemane, walk-

ing with him along the via cruces, and witnessing 

his miraculous “return to life,” on Easter morning. 

But, is “history” the central focus of celebration 

during the Triduum? Jesus life, career and death 

were attached to a specific time in a specific place. 

His proclamation of God’s arrival, his bold chal-

lenge to understand God as and in one’s neighbor, 

his rejection of religion as a means of social or po-

litical control—all this took place not in some cos-

mic cloud of unknowing but in a remote province 

of the later Roman Empire at a time of sociopoliti-

cal transition. 

Precisely because these faith-anchoring events are 

historical however, they cannot be repeated or 

“reenacted.” This is why the church’s long tradi-

tion insists that what happened once in history 

passes over into the mystery of the assembly’s li-

turgical/sacramental mystery, not history. The lit-

urgies of these days do not “take us back” to the 

upper room of the path to Calvery. Their ultimate 

purpose is not to retrace or relive the last hours of 

Jesus’ life—nor to catch sight of him emerging 

from the tomb at Easter’s dawning. The liturgies of 

these days celebrate not what once happened to 

Jesus...but what is now happening to US as a peo-

ple called to conversion, gathered in faith and 

gifted with the Spirit of holiness! (excerpted from 

the “Order of Prayer” for 2009 compiled by Rev. 

Peter D. Rocca, C.S.C.) 

 

LENT:  Officially begins with Ash 

Wednesday and ends with the begin-

ning of the Mass of the Lord’s Supper 

on Holy Thursday. The Mass of the 

Lord’s Supper begins the Holy Triduum 

(Holy Three Days)

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      The word Lent means spring, and a new beginning.  To have a new beginning, we need to stir up our spiritual 

life.  When we receive the ashes on our forehead on Ash Wednesday, we hear the familiar words, “Remember you 

are dust, and to dust you will return." And so in our humility we begin to reflect on our failings and our sins to find 

our way to God. Once again we are reminded that we are sinners and Jesus is inviting us to look at our life, turn 

away from those things that drag us away from changing our hearts.   

   Usually, you hear people say what they are going to “give up for Lent”.  It is not so much “giving up” something 

as giving of your self.  Everyone is called by God to do something right now.   

 

Jesus makes it so clear: 

  “Take care not to perform righteous deeds in order that people may see them; otherwise, you will have no recom-

pense from your heavenly Father.  When you give alms, do not blow a trumpet before you, as the hypocrites do in 

the synagogues and in the streets to win the praise of others.  Amen, I say to you, they have received their reward.  

But when you give alms, do not let your left hand know what your right hand is doing, so that your almsgiving may 

be secret.  And your Father, who sees in secret, will repay you. 

    When you pray, do not be like the hypocrites, who love to stand and pray..but when you pray, close the door and 

pray to your Father. In praying, do not babble like the pagans, who think that they will be heard because of their 

many words. Your Father knows what you need before you ask him.”  Matthew 6:1-8 

 

 During the first five weeks of Lent, there is time to prepare for Reconciliation. 

Searching our way of life through the Commandments, the Beatitudes, the Stations of the Cross, and reading the 

books that are available in the Nativity Library, will guide us to a conversion experience.  We are made for God 

and in God we will find peace. 

 Several priests will be available at the Parish Penance Service, March 31 at 7:00.  This gives you the op-

portunity to start anew and have a complete change of heart!

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Nearly 170 men have been attending an early morning spiritual growth program Wednesdays at  

Nativity of Our Lord.  “That Man is You!” (TMIY) aims to equip men with the knowledge, insight and 

spiritual strength to effectively lead their families and society.  A program of Paradisus Dei (Paradise of 

God), it integrates modern science with authentically Catholic teachings.  Through its intellectual and spiritual forma-

tion, TMIY seeks to form men who are authentic Catholic leaders: men who live in profound union with God and are 

capable of leading others to this same union. 

 

The 26-week series is designed to help men better understand themselves, their wives and their marriages as well as 

their unique role in the family and society.  The series, presented in two 13-week semesters, is designed to provide 

men with the opportunity to receive and apply relevant information to issues facing them today.  The presentations 

are produced by Steve Bollman, who founded Paradisus Dei in 2003 as an organization dedicated to discovering the 

joy of God in marriage and family life.  The weekly meetings include breakfast, fellowship and a video presentation 

that includes theological material, social science statistics and personal stories followed by small group discussion. 

 

TMIY provides a safe environment to share openly with other men the issues we face as Christian men and the re-

sponsibilities that we are charged with.  Through TMIY, men are reassured that our shortcomings aren’t unique and 

are encouraged to seek God in all we do to exercise true leadership.  Some comments from participants include, 

―This is the most beneficial and enlightening program that I have ever participated in‖ and ―TMIY has done more to 

restore my faith in God, confidence as a father and husband, and given me direction to become a Christian leader in 

our community than anything I have undertaken as an adult.‖ 

 

There is no cost to participate in the program, which is open to all men.  The program is held on 

Wednesday mornings in Ryan Hall at Nativity.  Doors open at 5:45 AM for breakfast and fellowship.  

The 30-minute video begins at 6:15 followed by small group discussion.  The session ends promptly at 

7:15 AM.  Men are invited to come and join us and find out what it really means to be a leader and to 

be a man after Jesus’ own heart.

T IME  OUT  FOR FRIENDSHIP  
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We have had uneasy times lately.  The recession. The stock market. Economy.  Layoffs.  Other tragedies in our com-

munity.  You might have heard recently in the news that counseling referrals are up as people try to cope with anxiety, 

fear, shock and trauma.  Let’s face it; there is no one who is unaffected.  Whether you have been directly affected or 

someone you know or love has been affected, it’s on all of our minds.  There are normal reactions to these abnormal 

situations.  Common reactions to trauma in adults include physical, emotional, cognitive and behavioral responses.  

Our children may have reactions as well and it is important to know what signs to look for in them.   Adult reactions 

could include the following:  

 

 

 

    

 

 

 What can we do to cope during these times?  First, remember 

that crisis can create opportunities. Also remember that probably 

sometime in your life, you have been through difficult times and you 

have survived.  Tell yourself, ―I will get through this‖.  Try to get 

enough sleep and talk to your support networks as often as you need.  

Keep your life normal and as routine as possible.  Avoid excessive use 

of alcohol and caffeine-caffeine causes a stress response and it is not 

recommended when already under stress.  Alcohol has a depressing 

effect and does not help you to feel better.   

   Next, try to focus on what you CAN control during this time 

that feels out of control.  Eat nutritional meals, prioritize and organize, 

and schedule quiet time for yourself.  Take care of yourself-do things 

that are comforting to you, such as reading, a hot bath, music, walks, 

etc.  Begin a gratitude journal to focus on your blessings. Develop an 

exercise routine that is fun, too.  Exercise does more to reduce acute 

stress than anything else you can do. If your reactions do not get con-

siderably better in two to four weeks, please call a mental health pro-

fessional for help.

  Self-Help Tip: Reactions to Trauma and How to Cope

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Child Reactions could include: 

*Regression             *Withdrawal 

*Inability to sleep      *Fears 

*Over activity           *Change in Behavior 

*Nightmares             *Irritability 

*Excessive crying    *Physical complaints 

How to Help your Child: 

*Keep schedules as normal as possible 

*Plan activities together 

*Spend more time at meals and bedtime 

*Hold, hug and reassure your child 

*Explore your child’s perceptions of the event.  

Correct any misinterpretations; answer questions. 

*Be more tolerant of unusual behavior. 

*Help your child to identify and express feelings. 

*Let your child know their feelings are normal and 

that you will help them. 

*Watch for and correct self-blame. Children tend 

to blame themselves for all that happens around 

them. Make sure they know it was not their fault. 

***If symptoms do not decrease in severity over a 

few weeks, or if your child was exposed to loss, 

violence, or serious injury, consider consulting a 

mental health professional.

Sr. Mollyôs House 

 

"Let us build a house where love can dwell and all can safely live.  
A place where saints and children tell how hearts learn to forgive.  
Built of hopes and dreams and visions,  
Rock of faith and vault of grace.  
Here the love of Christ shall end divisions  
All are welcome, all are welcome, and all are welcome in this place."  

The words of this wonderful gathering hymn exactly express the goal of United With Migrants, Inc.  Although the hymn speaks o f a 
spiritual house UWMI dreams of a real house, a building where the love of Christ shall end divisions and all are welcome. 

 Sr. Mollyôs House is more than a   physical building. Sr. Mollyôs House exists wherever and whenever compassion is 
shown to Migrants and their families. The mission statement for Sr. Mollyôs House is found in the 25th Chapter of Matthewôs gospel: 

 

ñI was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you gave me drink, a stranger and you welcomed me, naked and you 
clothed me, ill and you cared for me, in prison and you visited me.ò Then the righteous will answer him and say, ñLord, when 
did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you drink? When did we see you a stranger and welcome you, or na-
ked and clothe you? When did we see you ill or in prison, and visit you?ò And the king will say to them in reply, ñAmen, I say 
to you, whatever you did for one of these least brothers of mine, you did for me.ò 

 
Migrants, by definition, are away from home. To support their families, they have had to separate themselves from their homes and 
make a sometimes dangerous journey in search of work. The work they find is arduous; their wages low; and their living arrangements 
sub-standard. The language is foreign; the environment, hostile. Much of what they earn is sent back to their families who are in des-
perate straits.  

 

Migrants must therefore depend on compassionate individuals for the basic necessities of life, as well as spiritual support. Through the 
efforts of Sr. Molly Munoz, food, clothing, personal items have been supplied to Migrants. They have also received health screening, 
education, and religious assistance. These ministries have taken place at various locations in the area. This arrangement has posed 
logistical problems in distance, delivery, as well as storage, not to mention adequate space for meetings, training, and consult ation.  

 

   It is estimated that the Migrant community consists of approximately 2000 men, women, and children in the Brighton/Greeley ar ea 
of Colorado. Because of the current immigration laws and political climate, Migrants need a welcoming place to come for their  necessi-
ties, such as food, clothing, and educational opportunities. Over the past two years, United With Migrants, Inc. has earned the trust of 
the local Migrant community through our interaction with them and the services we have provided.  

 

United With Migrants, Inc. has  acquired a facility, to be known as Sr. Mollyôs House, a place where Migrants can access food; cloth-
ing; basic medical services; ESL, GED, and computer education; job skills development and training, employment opportunities;  and 
other life -enhancing programs. Sr. Mollyôs House plans to offer the Migrant community new innovative ways to become economi-
cally self-sufficient, strengthening the family and society at large. All of the services of Sr. Mollyôs House are offered to Migrants free 
of charge. The compassionate members of United With Migrants, Inc. will assure that Sr. Mollyôs House recognizes ñthe inherent 
dignity of the human person . . . and that people are more important than things.ò (ñSharing Catholic Social Teachingò é US Confer-
ence of Catholic Bishops.)
